NOTICE OF MOTION

RE Draft Midleton Electoral Area Local Area Plan and Draft Masterplan for Carrigtwohill North

Notice is hereby given that, at the meeting of Cork County Council on 30th March 2011 the following motion will be proposed;

A. That the Draft Midleton Electoral Area Plan be amended as follows;

a. That paragraph 1.2.7be amended by the addition of the following sentence;

“The population targets will require review following the publication of the results of the 2011 Census. Approval of the draft Masterplan for Carrigtwohill North will be deferred pending the publication of those results.  Any decrease in projected population figures will be reflected in revised and reduced targets for Carrigtwohill in the Masterplan.  The projected number of housing units may also need to be adjusted proportionately to reflect any such reduced population projections”.

b. That paragraph 1.3.2 be amended by the addition of the following sentence;

“The targets will need to be reconsidered following the publication of the 2011 Census results and adjustment to reflect those results will need to be made in the Masterplan.

c. That paragraph 1.3.3 be amended by the omission of the words “enhancing densities”

d. That paragraph 1.3.14 be amended to read;

 “The development proposals of this plan are dependent on the completion of three important infrastructural projects namely, the provision of a grade separated junction to the east of the town on the N25 and the upgrading of the town’s wastewater treatment plant as part of Carritgwoill Sewerage Scheme and the implementation of the Midleton and Carrigtwohill Transportation Study proposals. If necessary Cork County Council will need to use its powers of compulsory purchase to acquire the properties necessary to allow the implementation of the proposals.”

e. That a new paragraph 1.3.17 be added as follows;
 “The implementation of the Midleton and Carrigtwohill Transportation Study proposals and the completion of the road through the Castelake development which was to have been delivered under Phase 1a of that development as permitted by AN Bord Pleanala will relieve the existing congestion and parking deficiencies and will facilitate the commencement of the expansion of the town which is premature while those deficiencies persist.” 

f. That paragraph 1.4.5 be amended by the deletion of the final sentence which reads; 

“In Carrigtwohill the strategy requires that half of that reserved land will be used for the provision of social housing” and the replacement of that sentence with the following; “Unless otherwise specifically stated, the strategy requires that half of the reserved land will be reserved for the provision of social housing but the strategy allows for a lesser proportion or for no provision in areas where there is an existing high concentration of social housing.  Carigtwohill is such an area. The housing strategy provides for objectives in Development Plans or Local Area plans where appropriate to reflect any appropriate deviation from the general provision and therefore , in Carrigtwohill, it is an objective that 25% and not 50% of the reserved land should be reserved for the provision of social housing.”

g. That Objective DB-01 be amended by the addition of the following words at the end of the first paragraph after the word “period”;

 “…although these figures are subject to adjustment in the Masterplan following publication of the 2011 Census figures.”

h. That Objective DB-03 be deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following; 
“It is an objective to implement the findings of the Midleton and Carrigtwohill Transportation Study published in August 2010 as they apply to Carrigtwohill at an early stage and as a necessary prerequisite to any expansion of the town”

i. That Objective DB-07 be amended by adding to the end of the first paragraph the following words;  
“Any such provision must have regard to the existing deficiencies in infrastructure and the requirement to ensure the delivery of adequate infrastructure ahead of or in tandem with the new development”.

j. That Objective R-02 be amended by the addition of the following;
 “Proposals for the development of this area should also include the delivery of the active open space, pitches and parking included as an objective as O-02”

k. That Objective R-03 be amended by the by the addition of the following;

 “Proposals for the development of this area should also include the delivery of the active open space, pitches and parking included as an objective as O-04”

l. That the area of T-01 be reduced and the area of O-01 be extended to allow for the required expansion of amenity and sport facilities provided by the GAA and to replace any land lost from area O-01 arising from the proposed new road at the southern extremity of the site of areaO-01and C-02.
m. That objective T-01 be amended by the addition of the following in the list of items to be included in the proposal for the development of this core; 

“- include proposals for the completion of the upgrade of the junction of Main Street and Church Road in accordance with the design provided in the Midleton and Carrigtwohill Transportation Study.”

n. That the first sentence of paragraph 1.4.39 be amended to read; 
“The sports and education campus which is integral to the draft Masterplan proposals will address a limited part of the deficit in sporting facilities in the town in the long term.”

o. That paragraph 1.4.40 be amended by the deletion of the words;

 “and in this context lands zoned for the expansion of the GAA Club in 2005 have now been included for town centre use.”

p. That paragraph 1.4.41 be amended to read; 
“Lands identified in the 2005SLAP for active open space have been carried forward to this plan and may have a role to play as additional facilities for the GAA in the long-term or alternatively as a home for Carrigtwohill United AFC or some other sporting body all of which will require substantial additional facilities to serve the anticipated population numbers.”
q. That Objective O-02 be amended so that the first sentence reads; 
“Active open space to include the provision of playing pitches, ancillary facilities and parking to be included in any proposal to develop the area R-02.”

r. That Objective 0-04 be amended to read;
 “Active open space to include the provision of a playing pitch, ancillary facilities and parking to be delivered in any proposal for the development of the area R-03”

s. That paragraph 1.4.49 be amended to add under the heading of “General Principles” the following;

· “To respect the quality of life of the existing community and to provide for the development of the Masterplan area in a manner which does not jeopardise that quality of life.

· To develop the Masterplan area in a manner  and at a pace which allows for the proper social and economic development of the town as a whole, and which allows an opportunity for the integration and assimilation of the new residents and which requires the delivery of adequate social, amenity and recreational facilities for the new residents in tandem with the development.
· To include objectives in the Masterplan which preclude the development within the identified character areas unless adequate security is provided to Cork County Council for the delivery of the social and infrastructural aspects of any proposal permitted.

· To include objectives in the Masterplan which preclude development of later phases until the social, amenity, recreational and infrastructural requirements of this Local Area Plan and of the Masterplan have first been completed. 

t. To amend paragraph 1.4.49 under the heading of “Landuse Principles” by the amendment of the paragraph relating to the education campus by the addition of the following; 
“The education campus should be included as Phase 1a in the Masterplan.”
u. To amend paragraph 1.4.49 under the heading “Community Principles” by adding; 
“To provide for health facilities including a day care clinic”

v. To amend paragraph 1.4.49 under the heading “Urban Design Principles” by the addition of the following; 
“ Regard will be had to the lessons learned from the planning and required delivery in the past of types of residential units which did not match the demand in the relevant area.  The type of residential unit suitable for towns is not the same as the type suitable in the city areas and regard must be had to the lack of any market now or in the foreseeable future for high rise apartment type developments in areas such as Carigtwohill.  Density levels required must also reflect the demand.
w. That Objective X-01 be amended by the addition of the following after the sentence “The master plan should make provision for the following”;
· “Measures which respect the quality of life of the existing community and to provide for the development of the Masterplan area in a manner which does not jeopardise that quality of life.

· Provision for the development of  the Masterplan area in a manner  and at a pace which allows for the proper social and economic development of the town as a whole, and which allows an opportunity for the integration and assimilation of the new residents and which requires the delivery of adequate infrastructure to address existing deficiencies and social, amenity and recreational facilities for the new residents in tandem with the development.

· Provision for the preclusion of the development within the identified character areas unless adequate security is provided to Cork County Council for the delivery of the social and infrastructural aspects of any proposal permitted.

· The proper phasing of the character areas to ensure integration with the existing town with those parts of the area nearest to existing population centres being first to be delivered. 

· Provisions which preclude development of later phases until the social, amenity, recreational and infrastructural requirements of this Local Area Plan and of the Masterplan have first been completed. 

· Provision for the inclusion of the education campus as Phase 1a in the Masterplan.”
· Provision for health facilities including a day care clinic.

· Provision of density levels which respect the character of the existing town and which are suitable reflect the demand for residential units in a town such as Carrigtwohill.

· In addition to the open space normally required within new housing developments, the provision of a minimum of 20 ha to provide for recreation, sports and leisure facilities.”
